AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE ZONING MAP BEING PART OF CHAPTER 55 OF
TITLE V OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF ANN ARBOR

(60 feet wide); thence along said Northeasterly line South 33 degrees
47'00" West 101.53 feet (recorded as 101.16 feet); thence continuing
along said Northwesterly line South 34 degrees 47' 00" West 228.41 feet
to the point of beginning; thence continuing along said Northwesterly
South 34 degrees 47' 00" West 36.88 feet; thence South 44 degrees 48’
30" West 224.67 feet; thence South 48 degrees 18’ 30" West 30.28 feet to
the Southeast corner of Lot 5, Riverside Hills Subdivision No. 1, as
