If a location needs to be added, a world
map will appear on the screen. Simply
search for Ann Arbor using the ,
or move the map to Ann Arbor manually.

To adjust the location of the observation,
zoom in on the general area and then
move the map until the crosshairs are over
the spot where the tree is located.

After you submit an observation, it should
appear on the Trees of Ann Arbor project
page as well. Trees marked as "RG" are
research grade, meaning the species
identification has been verified.
