Post- Arrest: 
 
 

 

During the weekly Team meeting, defendant’s case is discussed and feedback is shared to determine 
if s/he is eligible to enter the MHTC. If eligible, s/he is contacted and directed to observe a MHTC 

docket.

If defendant agrees to participate in the MHTC, a sentencing 
date is set. For transfer cases, the originating court is notified 

of the sentencing date.

If defendant declines to participate, all pertinent parties are 
notified via email.

After referral is received the defendant must meet these criteria: Legal eligibility (pled guilty or no 
contest to a misdemeanor, no violent offenders, no CSC of any degree at any time) and have a serious 

mental illness.

Schedule a screening appointment with Probation Agent and 
sign a Release of Information for mental health care records 

and/or assessment results (if currently in treatment).

If not currently in treatment, will be linked to CMH for a 
mental health assessment at initial screening appointment 
with Probation. The CMH assessment must be scheduled 

within 14 days.

Referral Process (2 ways):

Referral form signed by Presiding Judge and Prosecutor. ‘Informal’ referral by a Presiding 15th district judge.
