
The City of Ann Arbor Greenbelt program has issued 

its first-ever Request for Proposal (RFP) for farmers 

interested in purchasing affordable farmland in the 

Ann Arbor area. Farmers are invited to submit a 

proposal to buy protected farmland being sold at a 

reduced price thanks to the Greenbelt’s buy-protect-

sell initiative. Submissions are due by Monday, 

September 11, 2023.  
  

Greenbelt Program’s Buy-
Protect-Sell Initiative

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The Greenbelt’s buy-protect-sell initiative is a new 

effort to create equitable and affordable farmland 

purchasing opportunities surrounding Ann Arbor. 

Purchasing opportunities will be listed on MiFarm-

Link as they become available, as well as the 

Greenbelt’s homepage.  

  

Under the new buy-protect-sell initiative, the first 

purchasing opportunity is located on Nollar Road 

in Northfield Township. The 54-acre farm is being 

sold in two parts: a 20-acre “North Parcel” and a 34

-acre “South Parcel.” Applicants can submit pro-

posals to purchase either parcel, or both. 

 

  

The property will be available for viewing prior to 

the proposal submission deadline during two open 

houses – one on Saturday, July 22 from 10 a.m. to 

1 p.m. and one on Thursday, July 27 from 4 to 7 

p.m. During this time, attendees will have the op-

portunity to see the property, structures, and 

woodlands, and discuss the proposal/sale process 

with City of Ann Arbor staff. Registration is 

strongly recommended, though not required.  

  

 

In 2003, residents of Ann Arbor approved the 

Greenbelt Millage, which authorized a 30-

year, 0.5 mil tax levy to provide funds for the 

preservation and protection of open space, 

natural habitats, and agricultural lands. To 

date, the Greenbelt program has successfully 

helped to preserve 7,600+ acres of land. A 

majority of that has been achieved by acquir-

ing conservation easements on private land 

that permanently restrict the property’s use, 

safeguarding its use for agricultural, recrea-

tional or conservation purposes. Although 

funded by different millages, the Greenbelt 

program is housed in the NAP office.
