Once it is determined that a defendant is legally and clinically eligible to participate in the
Veterans Treatment Court, the transferring court sentences the defendant and transfers
supervision of the defendant’s probation to the 15" District Court, where Judge Karen Quinlan
Valvo presides over the Veterans Treatment Court. Credit for fines and costs assessed by the
transferring court remain with the transferring court. Probation costs and related fees will be
assessed and paid to the 15" District Court.

Please note, the Veterans Treatment Court cannot accept as participants, any defendants who are
violent offenders as defined in MCL 600.1200(d); domestic violence offenders as defined in
MCL 600.1200(m); or those who are charged with or convicted of criminal sexual conduct in
any degree.
