The following is a summary of Ordinance No. ORD-18-20:

Ordinance 18-20 amends Section 5.27.1 and 5.28.4 of Chapter 55 (Unified
Development Code) of the Code of the City of Ann Arbor by adding Special Exception
Use Permits as a Type 1 Application that must meet certain citizen participation
requirements. The Planning manager may waive these requirements for any Special
Exception Use Permit that they determine to be a temporary use.

The effective date of the Ordinance is October 31, 2018.
