This will likely increase traffic. | would highly suggest making Windermere/Charter Pl a 4 way
stop if bringing more traffic in as the park corner is already a fairly dangerous intersection
where Kkids are running into the street, confused cars are stilling when they shouldn’t, and cars
with stop signs are blowing through it. Perhaps a follow up survey 6 months after placing the
goals would be a good idea to make sure it’s working okay for the neighbors.

Park that appeals to kids of different ages. Thank you.

For safety reasons, | would strongly suggest to change the orientation of the goals so they are
east west as opposed to the current north south. North south play increases the chances of a
stray ball (and a chasing player) going onto the street. East west may also be more favorable

to use the shade of the trees for the players and fans

It would be great to have a sunshade.

Leave our park as beautiful as it is. There are enough children in the area that we do not need
the added traffic and parking that would occur with permanent soccer goals.

Ann Arbor already does a poor job of maintaining Windemere park. Adding more to the park to
maintain does not help.
